David James Smith, son
of Mary Jane McWilliams
and Leonard Smith and step
parents John H. Jones and
Olga Smith, was born and
raised in Frederick. He was
part of a loving and extended
family; he was a caring son, brother to Kristen
and Daniel, uncle, nephew, cousin, friend, and
patriot.

David’'s college years included Salisbury
University and East Carolina University (ECU).
He joined the Marine Corps Reserves in 2003.
His first tour of duty was in Iraq in 2006-2007
with the 4th Light Armored Reconnaissance
Battalion, Bravo Company of Frederick,
Maryland. He returned to ECU after this tour
and was working toward a degree in Distribution
and Logistics with an anticipated graduation in
2011. In October of 2009, David was deployed
to Afghanistan. He was gravely injured on
January 23rd, 2010 in the Helmund Province,
and was taken off life support January 27th.
David was an organ donor, whose gift of life
ultimately saved four lives.

Since its inception, The Sgt. David J. Smith
Memorial Fund has granted scholarships,
aided local charities, and supported established
Veterans organizations. Going forward,
scholarships will continue to be awarded in
David’s name, while the
primary focus of the
fund will be providing /i
direct support to
Veterans in need in
Frederick County. To
this end, The Sgt David
J. Smith Veterans Relief
Fund was established
in 2021 and will be supported by the annual
Sgt. David J. Smith Memorial Golf Tournament
and the generosity of our local businesses
and community. This Veterans fund, also a
component fund of The Community Foundation
of Frederick County, a 501c3 public charity, will
evaluate the needs of Veterans in Frederick
County and administer temporary and
emergency assistance.
